 Verify with Industrial Planning Production Division (code 63100) 
that the equipment delivery includes all Contract Line Item (CLIN) 
requirements especially a complete set of technical documentation 
(manuals, schematics, etc.). 

 If the procurement contract did not include a requirement to provide 
technical documentation, the Equipment Engineer shall initiate a 
contract to purchase the documentation within 5 days of receipt. 

 LOCALLY MANUFACTURED EQUIPMENT 

 Develop a Local Engineering Specification (LES) per references (k) 
and (l) detailing the operating, maintenance and repair procedures 
for the equipment.  Includes Illustrated Parts Breakdown.

AFTER INSTALLATION Verify the checkout and operation of the 
equipment prior to government acceptance.  Includes validation of: 

 Production equipment, tools and software programs. 

 The first article produced to the design data/specification.
